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Qualification Overview

The Ascentis Awards in Skills for Employment that are at Entry 2, Entry 3 and Level 1, and the Ascentis
Certificate in Skills for Employment that is at Entry 3, provide an introduction to the knowledge and skills
needed to gain employment. All the units are optional, allowing individual learners to build up skills they
may need to search for employment, apply for a job, gain work-related skills and build confidence.

e Unit certification is available for each of the units.

e Verification and certification can be offered throughout the year, allowing maximum flexibility for
centres.

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Rule of Combination

Ascentis Entry Level Awards and Certificate and Level 1 Award in Skills for Employment

To achieve the Entry 2, Entry 3, and Level 1 Awards in Skills for Employment learners must achieve a
minimum of 6 credits from the optional units. A minimum of 4 credits must be taken from units at the
level of the Award and the remaining credits can be taken from any of the optional units.

To achieve the Entry Level Certificate in Skills for Employment (Entry 3) learners must achieve a
minimum of 13 credits from the optional units. A minimum of 7 credits must be taken from units at the
level of the Certificate and the remaining credits can be taken from any of the optional units.
